WHEN WILL MY BABIES TEETH COME IN???

* Babies generally have 20 teeth when they are
born

* All are present at birth and just waiting to erupt
through the gums and into the mouth

* They usually start to appear between ages 6
months to a year.

 The lower incisors are usually the first to erupt.

* If the lower incisors haven't erupted yet, don’t
worry. They will all catch up within the next
growth spurt.

Loss of appetite
Low grade fever
Drooling

to chew on. ( also known as teething )
